…understand that this is an important fundraiser for our club, and as such, my position counts as participating in this fundraiser, whether I am able to contribute labels or not.

…cut out/peel off the portion of the label which includes BOTH the UPC symbol and one of the Our Family logos (there are usually at least two per product).

___     …organize labels into groups of 50 per sandwich bag and mark the number in permanent marker on each bag.

…when I have 500 labels, get the help of my parents to mail them in to the Nash/Finch Company, bringing the receipt from the cost of mailing to the club coordinator for reimbursement.

...watch the Buehler's ads for coupons to include with labels when mailed in which increase the remittance value.

…inform the club coordinator when I need more sandwich bags or a new marker.

…make everyone feel welcome, especially guests and new 
members.
